Glenn Watson Recognition

Junior Curler Scholarship

The Glenn Watson Scholarship will be awarded annually to one junior curler, either male or female, in the amount of $1,250. Candidates who do not receive the scholarship this year may apply in subsequent years. An individual will only be awarded this scholarship once. The successful applicant will meet the following criteria:
Residence

A candidate must have been resident for a period of 24 months immediately prior to the date of application in the portion of the Province of Alberta which comes under the administration of the Southern Alberta Curling Association (“SACA”). If that organization should cease to exist, the area of Alberta lying south of the northern boundary of Highway 11 and Highway 12 shall be substituted.

SACA Boundary

If, over time, the governing body of the SACA changes in geographic area, then the intent for this scholarship will remain to be within the boundaries of SACA as defined within the curling championship season of 2007 – 2008; the inaugural season of this scholarship.

Citizenship

Canadian citizenship or Permanent Residence

Participation in the sport of Curling

Candidates must have participated regularly with an organized curling league at a curling club associated with SACA at any time within 5 years preceding the date of the application and for not less than two full seasons of curling. Evidence of participation will be required through written notice from that club’s management/administration. Participation may include playing in a junior or adult league, service as a volunteer curling instructor, as an official, or as an organizer. Other community leadership and volunteering may also be considered.
Age Eligibility

You may begin to apply for this scholarship at any time once you meet the criteria, example; while in your last year of high school or during your first few years of post secondary. Your last year of eligibility for this scholarship coincides with your last year of junior competition eligibility. You are not eligible once you have aged out of juniors. A candidate must be 20 years old or younger on December 31st in the final curling season of eligibility. 
Candidate Evidence
· Provide proof of high school diploma or written notice of diploma pending and completion of grade 12 to be expected. Letter must be on high school letterhead signed by high school administration.

· Academic achievement must be satisfactory for admission to an accredited post secondary educational institution of candidate’s choice.

· Provide proof of acceptance to an accredited post secondary educational institution for full-time studies. If proof is not available at time of application, proof will be required prior to disbursements of funds.

· If already enrolled in an accredited post secondary educational institution, then proof of full-time studies will be required.
· Provide a description of anticipated income and expenses for the coming year while in school.

· Provide a short description (1-2 pages) of why you think you should be chosen as the successful applicant for this award.

· Provide a minimum of two letters of reference with at least one from your curling community.
· Provide written evidence of participation in your curling club as described earlier. Satisfactory evidence could include a letter from the club management or executive, a certificate awarded, or other documentation satisfactory to the application review committee.
