ONE-TIME POLICY – Pre-Qualifying Berths 

Due to a dramatic change in the CCA stance on the Olympic Trials and 2010 Vancouver Games, there exists a possibility that one or two teams that have pre-qualified for an Alberta Championship may not participate.  This decision would not be made until after the 2009 Olympic Trials in Edmonton.

The ACF has worked cooperatively with the three Regional Associations to ensure that the first step of the women’s playdowns will occur AFTER the Trials – (December 18, 20 and 20 weekend).  The three Regional Associations have also agreed to ensure that the first step of the Men’s playdowns will occur after the Trials.

Normally pre-qualifying teams MUST file and sign paperwork by the first weekend in December to participant in that season’s championship.

Teams that have pre-qualified will be required to sign and file paperwork in a normal fashion.

In the event a team is successful at the 2009 Trials in Edmonton they will have until Noon on Wednesday, December 16th to indicate whether they will also compete in the provincial championship OR waive their participation right for that season.
